Slavery and Slaveholding in Prince William County, 1810-1860
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Guest speaker Jim Bish will give a presentation examining slavery in Prince William County and the region in 1810, just after the Constitutional Ban on importation of slaves went into effect, to slavery in Prince William County and the region in 1860, just before the Civil War. 
Mr. Bish has spent the past twenty-five years teaching U.S., Virginia, and Prince William County history at Woodbridge Senior High School.  He has published numerous articles on local history and genealogy after receiving his M.A. in History from the University of Nebraska where his thesis “African American Settlement in Nebraska from 1860-1920” earned the Elton S. Carter Award for Excellence.
