She carried away many valuable articles besides her own clothing. (which was costly) such as fine linen shifts, marked with her mistress’ name, a costly ring of pearl, several pair of new stockings, muslin habits, &c. Among her own wardrobe was a scarlet stuff dress, which she frequently appeared in when she visited in the neighborhood, with a new straw bonnet, dressed with pink satin ribboned and a tortoise shell comb in her hair.
