That Thomas White formerly a resident of Prince William County entered the service as a sergeant in the First Virginia Regiment State Line in the Revolutionary War in the months of November in the year 1776 and acted as a Sergeant until he was promoted to a Lieutenancy in the said Regiment, that the said Thomas White served in the said office of Sergeant and Lieutenant from the time of his entering the service aforesaid until the year 1780 when he was still in the service that he after the close of the war returned to the County of Prince William near Greenwich in said County; where he remained for a short period and then he removed to the southern part of the State of Virginia.

Alexander and William Ashmore, who are hereby appointed commissioners for that purpose, any two of whom may act, do allot and assign to Margery Barron, widow of Henly Barron deceased one third part in value of the estate real and personal of which the said Henly died seized and possessed to hold the same during  her natural life; and that they if necessary employ some competent surveyor to survey and mark the boundaries of the lands allotted and assigned to the said widow in the real estate aforesaid. It is further adjudged ordered and decreed that after the allotment of dower to the widow the residue of the said estate be sold by public auction, after the same shall have been advertised for thirty days previous to the sale at the front door of the Court House of this County; the land upon a credit of twelve months, the Commissioners taking bonds with security if they deem it necessary from the purchaser and a deed of trust upon the premises sold to secure the payment of the purchase money – and the slaves for cash. And by like consent of parties the court doth adjudge, order and decree that the lands in the bill mentioned , and personal property purchased by Margery Barron out of the monies received by her from the administrator of the said Henly Barron deceased be sold upon like notice and upon the same terms. And Mordecai B. Sinclair, John W. Tyler, Redmon Foster, and James H. Reid any two of whom may act, are appointed commissioners to make the sale herein decree and such of the commissioners hereby appointed an shall execute the same are required to return a report of their proceedings to this court, with a view to such other & further decree as the interests of the parties may render necessary.

Muschett & c against Williams’ exors. (In Chancery) This cause this day again coming on to be heard upon the bill answer and exhibits formerly read and the report of commissioners Thornton & Nelson, made in pursuance of a decree pronounced in this suit on the 2nd January 1832 and was argued by counsel whereupon this court doth adjudge order and decree that the slaves directed by the decree of January 2, 1832, to be retained by the defendant Jno W. Williams, as exor of Geo. Williams deceased to meet outstanding debts due from the estate of this testator to wit: Henry, Susan, Elen, Winney and her four children Maria, Martha, Charlotte and Evalena as well as a child of Winneys named Catherine bon sinee the date of the decree before referred to be sold by commissioners hereafter named for cash after giving thirty days public notice of time and place of sale, it appearing to the court that the debts due from the estate of the said George Williams deceased and an annuity of $48. to be paid by his will to a  certain Jane Williams during her life, will require the sale of most if not all of said slaves, and out of the proceeds of said sale the court doth further adjudge order and decree that the defendant John W. Williams as exor. of George Williams deceased do loan out at interest the sum of $800 to secure to the said Jane Williams her annuity of $48. and that he take from the borrower good personal ____: as well as ample ___ on real estate & that the residue of the proceeds of said sale if any after the payment of all debts due from the estate of his testator be by him paid over to the respective plaintiffs & defendants in this suit according to their respective interests as devisees or legatees under the will of the said George Williams deceased and Thomas Nelson, Jesse E. Weems and James B. C. Thornton (any two of whom may act) are appointed commissioners to carry into effect this decree, and to report their proceedings to the court with a view to a final decree.

Whereupon the court proceeded to examine sundry witnesses for the Commonwealth upon consideration thereof and arguments of counsel, the court are of the opinion that the said James Smith is guilty of the offence with which he stands charged, and that he ought to be tried for the same at the next term of the circuit superior court of law and chancery to be holden for this county and therefore he is remanded to jail to take his trial accordingly.

On the motion of Sarah Brooks & Edward N. Robinson who severally produced the sheriff’s receipt for the tax imposed, licenses is granted to each of them for keeping houses of private entertainment in this county until the next May term of this court.


On the petition of Robert Williams who produced the sheriffs receipt for the tax imposed by law & entered into bond with John Williams his security in the penalty of $150 conditioned as the law directs, a license is granted him to keep an ordinary at his house in this county until the next May term of this court. The court being satisfied that the said Robert Williams is a man of good character and not addicted to Drunkenness or gaming.


An indenture between Benjamin F. Thomas of the first part, Robert Alexander & James H. Reid partners trading under the name and firm of Alexander & Reid of the second part & John W. Williams of the third part was acknowledged by the parties thereto to be their act and deed and ordered to be recorded.

Whereupon the court proceeded to examine sundry witnesses for the Commonwealth upon consideration thereof and agreements of counsel the court are of opinion that the said John McNamee is guilty of the offence with which he stands charged, and that he ought to be tried for the same at the next term of the Circuit Superior Court of Law & Chancery to be holden for this county & thereupon he is remanded to jail to take his trial accordingly.

Alexander P. Lynn (constable) presented to the court an account against the Commonwealth amounting to $15.10 which was sworn to by the said Lynn is allowed and ordered to be certified to the auditor.
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Hugh W. Davis, Samuel Tansill & Alexander P. Lynn came into court & acknowledged themselves to be severally indebted to Littleton W. Tazewell Esq. Governor or Chief Magistrate of this Commonwealth in the sum of $100 each of their respective lands and tenements, goods & chattels to be levied, and to the said Governor & his successors for the use of the Commonwealth rendered. Yet upon this condition that if the said Hugh W. Davis, Samuel Tansill & Alexander P. Lynn shall severally make their personal appearance before the judge of the Circuit superior Court of Law & Chancery for this county on the first day of the next term to be holden for this county to give evidence on behalf of the Commonwealth against James Smith & John McNamee and shall not depart thence without leave of the said judge, then this recognizance is to be void.

Peyton Norvill & James B. T. Thornton are hereby appointed commissioners to contract with some person for fixing the will in the public lot of this county with a wheel and two buckets the expense of which is to be paid out of the next county levy provided the same does not exceed twenty five dollars.


Ordered that the sheriff summon the justices of this county to attend on the first day of June Court next for the purpose of electing & making a recommendation of other persons to be appointed and commissioned justices of the said county to supply vacancies in the commission of the peace.

Whereupon sundry witnesses were sworn and partly heard the evidence by consent of the attorney for the Commonwealth and the attorney aforesaid to defend the prisoner, the court is adjourned until tomorrow morning 10 o’clock.

The court doth allow John P. Phillips twelve dollars as a fee for defending the said Slave Harry (the property of James Purcell) to be paid by his master.  The business of the court being over, the same is dissolved.

Davis who made oath and together with Seymour Lynn his security entered into & acknowledged a bond in the penalty of $1500 conditioned as the law directs, certificate is granted the said John F. Davis for obtaining letters of administration on the estate of Alexander Davis deceased in due form.


Ordered that Joseph R. Lynn, John Tansill, Seymour Lynn and George Copin or any three of them being first sworn do inventory and appraise the estate of Alexander Davis deceased according to law.


Leanah Larkin to Daniel Larkin deed of gift proved by the oath of Wm. Bowen, a witness thereto and ordered to be certified.


Present at this time John Hutchison, Thomas Nelson, Benjamin Johnson, George Weedon and Robert Williams gentlemen justices.


On the motion of Wm. Roach administrator of Jane Rose deceased it is ordered that B. E. Harrison, Thomas Foster and Matthew Davis or any two of them be appointed commissioners with authority (after first taking the oath prescribed by law) to state, settle & adjust his administration account on the estate of the said Jane Rose deceased & report to the court.


Gates & Seaton presented to the court an account against the Commonwealth amounting to $7.00 which was examined & the court being satisfied of its correctness doth order the same to be certified to the auditor of public accounts for payment.

Moore assee vs Henry on the motion of Wm. Blackwell by Jno P. Phillips his attorney leave is given to withdraw the original bond filed in this cause, and the clerk is to retain a certificate copy of the same.

Whereupon the court proceeded to examine sundry witnesses as well for the Commonwealth as the prisoner upon consideration whereof & arguments of counsel; it is the opinion of the court that the said Scarlet Renoe is guilty of the offense with which he stands charged and that he ought to be tried for the same at the next quarterly term of this court, and thereupon he is remanded to jail to take his trial accordingly.


William Jewell, Alexander Williams, James Ford, Tamer Williams and John Pearson came into court and acknowledged themselves severally indebted to Littleton W. Tazewell Esq. governor or chief magistrate of this Commonwealth in the sum of $100 each, of their respective lands and tenements, goods & chattels, to be levied, and to the said governor, and his successors for the use of the Commonwealth, rendered. Yet upon this condition that if the said Wm. Jewell, Alexander Williams, James Fox, Tamer Williams & John Pearson shall severally make their personal appear and here, on the first day of the next quarterly term of this court to be held for this county to give evidence on behalf of the Commonwealth against Scarlet Renoe and shall not depart thence without the leave of the said court then this recognizance to be void.

Ordered that the sheriff of this county pay to James B. T. Thornton and Peyton Norvill commissioners heretofore appointed to have certain repairs done to the well in the public lot of this county the sum of twenty five dollars out of the fraction which will remain in his hands for this year, it appearing to the satisfaction of the court, that twenty five dollars only was levied at June Court last, when it was the intention of the court to allow $50 for said repairs.

Gilberts administrator vs Sowden notice proved by the oath of Jno C. Weedon and defendant being solemnly called and failing to appear. Judgment is granted against him according to F.C.Bond with interest & costs.

James W. Scott & John W. Williams the executors named in the last will and testament of Richard P. Scott deceased which has been admitted to record in this court having refused to qualify & no person having applied for letters of administration upon the estate of the said Richard P. Scott deceased. On the motion of Henry Fairfax administration with the will aforesaid of the said Richard P. Scott annexed, is committed to Michael Cleary sheriff of this county.

An indenture between James M. Tyler of the 1st part, Richard B. Tyler of the 2nd part and B. E. Harrison of the 3rd part was acknowledged by the said Richard B. Tyler & B. E. Harrison & ordered to be certified. Then the court adjourned until tomorrow morning 10 o’clock.

Macrae a commissioner appointed to take the same, whose duty it shall be to take and report the same with any special matter he may deem pertinent or which either party may require.

Ordered that the clerk of this court give public notice at the Court House Door of this County and at such other public places as he may deem calculated to give notice to parties, that the court will at February Court meet, take up the chancery and appeal dockets and then make preemptory orders in each case unless good cause be shewn to the contrary. Then the court adjourned until court in course.

In the first Virginia State Regiment commanded by Col. On the motion of Champ Terry to have negroes Elizabeth Sewell and Elizabeth Ann Barnes, who are now in the jail of this county surrendered to him as his property, the court ordered the said prisoners to be brought into court & they being asked whether they desire any person to file a petition for them before this court for leave to sue for their freedom, they both declared in open court that they did not desire any such petition to be filed, on their behalf, and that they were perfectly willing that the court should deliver them into the hands of the said Champ Terry as his property, where upon the court doth order that the jailor of this county surrender the said Elizabeth Sewell & Elizabeth Ann Barnes to the said Champ Terry as his property upon his paying their jail fees and all other costs.

Alexander & wife against Ewell (In Chancery) This cause this day by consent of parties coming on to be heard on the bill, answer and a copy of the will of Sigismunda M. Alexander and was argued by counsel on consideration whereof the court doth adjudge, order and desree that William Cleary the substitute trustee under the will of Sigismunda Mary Alexander deceased in the place of William Foote deceased with all the power and authority conferred by said will upon the said William Foote, upon the said William Cleary’s entering into bond with such security as this court may approve of in the sum of $825.00 to be entered into either in the court on the clerks office, conditioned that he will execute the trust according to the terms of the will of the said Sigismunda M. Alexander deceased so far as any estate may come to his hands as trustee by reason of this decree subject however to any demand of the administrator with the will annexed of the said Sigismunda M. Alexander deceased which the payment of debt may render it necessary to be made and the court doth further adjudge, order & decree that the costs of this suit be paid by the said William Cleary out of any portion of the Trust fund which by this decree may become subject to his control.
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Ordered that Peyton Norvill, James Hooe & Basil Brawner be appointed commissioners any two of whom being duly sworn shall have power to state settle and adjust the account of George W. Macrae trustee to & for the use and benefit of Mary D. Hooe, wife of Francis T. Hooe and her children, and report to the court.


Foote vs Foote & others (In Chancery) Commissioners report returned and ordered to be filed.


Chapman vs King’s administrator (Rule for counter security) On hearing it is ordered that the said Hiram King give the said Henry Chapman good counter security, the bond for which purpose is to be in the penalty of $100.00 to be made payable to the said Henry Chapman and conditioned for his entire indemnity against any loss or injury already sustained, or which may be hereafter sustained in consequence of his undertakings as security for the said Hiram King as aforesaid and thereupon, the said Hiram King entered into and acknowledged a bond in the manner required of him, with John Sowden his security who  executed the same as such & the said Sowden qualified as to his sufficiency which said bond is ordered to be recorded.

On consideration whereof court doth adjudge, order and decree that the injunction awarded  the plaintiff in this case on the 8th day of July 1823 be made perpetual and that the defendants do pay to the plaintiff his costs by him about his suit in this behalf expended.


Gibson to Barron (Deed Release) acknowledged by Gibson to be his act and deed and ordered to be recorded.

Payne the slaves coming to him in right of his wife and the slaves allotted to John Wyatt, Mahala Roper, W. W. Dunnington & Mary Van Gordon daughter of William Wyatt deceased he being the agent or attorney legally authorized to receive the same and the interest of Cage Wyatt, James Matison & wife, Nimrod Smith & wife, Elijah Wyatt & Noah English & wife. Be delivered to Redmon Foster executor of William Wyatt deceased he being authorized as agent to recover the same and that the interest of John Roper and Malissa his wife be delivered to Elizabeth Wyatt she being the agent to receive the same, and that the commissioners report to this court their proceedings under this decree together with the (---ts) of Henry R. Grigsby, Jesse E. Weems, Thomas Brawner, Francis Simpson, Addison N. Thomas, Wm. T. Weldon, William H. Dogan, James D. Tennille, & Edward Newman and by consent of parties, this case is referred to George W. Macrae.
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James D. The said Slave Gilbert was led to the bar in custody of the Jailor of this County and John W. Tyler and John P. Philips Esq. were assigned counsel for the Prisoner. And the attorney for the Commonwealth came into Court and filed the following information against the said Slave Gilbert (The property of Henry Fairfax) Vizt.


“Virginia, Prince William County, to wit: Be it remembered” &c. upon which information the said Slave Gilbert was arraigned and upon his arraignment pleaded not guilty, and for his trial put himself upon God, and this Court. Whereupon, the Court proceeded to examine sundry witnesses – and on consideration thereof, are unanimously of opinion that the said Gilbert is not guilty of the offence wherewith he stands charged and thereof is acquitted, discharged & ordered to be returned to his master.


“Virginia, Prince William County, to wit: Be it remembered” &c. upon which information the said Janat a Slave the property of Henry Fairfax was arraigned and upon his arraignment pleaded not guilty, and for his trial put himself upon God, and this Court. Whereupon, the Court proceeded to examine sundry witnesses – and on consideration thereof, are unanimously of opinion that the said Janat is not guilty of the offence wherewith he stands charged and thereof is acquitted, discharged & ordered to be returned to his master.


“Virginia, Prince William County, to wit: Be it remembered” &c. upon which information the said Addison a Slave the property of Henry Fairfax was arraigned and upon his arraignment pleaded not guilty, and for his trial put himself upon God, and this Court. Whereupon, the Court proceeded to examine sundry witnesses – and on consideration thereof, are unanimously of opinion that the said Addison is not guilty of the offence wherewith he stands charged and thereof is acquitted, discharged & ordered to be returned to his master. Then the Court adjourned until tomorrow morning 9 o’clock.

An Indenture between Francis M. Weems & wife of the one part and Lawson Rector of the other part, with certificates annexed, was presented to the Court and ordered to be recorded.


Purcell vs Tansill & others (Debt) Judgment confessed by defendant Tansill in p. p. according to obligation with interest and costs.


Dade vs Dade & others (Chancery) This cause again came on this day to be heard on the papers formerly read, the decree pronounced in the cause on 4th of May and 2nd of June 1835 and the report of commissioners Allen Howison, Howson Hooe and John Williams and the report of special commissioner George W. Macrae commissioner of this court, his account upon said Estate, and the said Macrae is hereby required to state settle & adjust the same & report to the Court.


An Estate account of Jesse Warder deceased was presented to the court and ordered to lie over.


Upon the motion of James W. F. Macrae who wishes to change that part of the road leading from Haymarket to Greenwich which passes through his farm. It is ordered that James M. Tyler, Richard B. Tyler, Henry A. Barron, Cyrus C. Marsteller and Richard O. Shirley or any three of them, being first sworn before a Justice of the Peace for that purpose, do view, as well the old road as the ground along which the said road is proposed to be conducted and report to the next court truly and impartially, the conveniences and inconveniences that will result as well to individuals as to the public, if the said road shall be changed as proposed.

The Occoquan District to be bounded by Neabsco on the south Potomac east Occoquan River north and west by a line drawn from the confluences of Bull Run & Occoquan to Basil Brawner’s Mill the location of Thomas Davis for the meeting of the Magistrates, Dumfries for that of the Dumfries District & Occoquan for Occoquan District.

Macrae be appointed a commissioner to sell the land on Chappawamsic Creek in the proceedings mentioned to be sold for one fourth cash, the balance in 12 months taking bond and security and a deed of trust on the premises sold to secure the payment of said balance; that John Fitzhugh, Allen Howison, and Lawrence G. Alexander be appointed commissioners (any two of whom may act) to divide the slaves in the proceedings named, excepting said Mary, as prayed for, and that said commissioners report their proceedings to the court in order to a final decree.

Macrae commissioner of this court, an account of his administration on the estate of Luke Cannon deceased and that said commissioner render also a distribution account in which the said administrator is to have credit with the distributes of said Luke Cannon for any monies by him to them respectively advanced, and that he report his proceedings therein with any matter by him deemed pertinent or required by any of the parties and by consent of parties to this suit, the court doth further order and decree that John W. Tyler & John P. Phillips be and are hereby appointed commissioners to divide the slaves belonging to the estate of Luke Cannon deceased in the hands of the said Hooe his administrator among the distributes of Luke Cannon deceased as follows: To Penelope Cannon one sixth of the slaves to Mary B. Cannon one sixth to Thomas T. Cannon one sixth to Edith A. Cannon one sixth to Henry Chapman as administrator of his deceased wife Ann Chapman one sixth and to John F. Cannon and Margaret A. Cannon children of Barnaby Cannon deceased one sixth, and the Court doth also order and decree that said commissioners previous to the division of said slaves among the aforesaid parties do sell sufficient thereof to raise the sum of six hundred and seventy five dollars of which seem they are directed to pay over to John Williams administrator of Barnaby Cannon deceased six hundred dollars and to Henry Chapman $75 in full satisfaction of the debt claimed under the deed of trust referred to in the bill from Luke Cannon to George W. Macrae and in satisfaction of all claims arising from the hire of negroes & rents of land received or enjoyed by the other distributes of Luke Cannon and in satisfaction of any waste by them committed on the real estate of said Luke Cannon deceased and that the parties respectively execute refunding bonds to John Hooe administrator of Luke Cannon deceased to indemnify him in case any debts not now known should hereafter be preferred against the estate and the court doth likewise order and decree that Jesse E. Weems, Benjamin Dyer, William S. Colquhoun and John W. Williams be appointed commissioners to divide the real estate of which Luke Cannon died seized or possessed among the hires of said Luke Cannon having regard in said division to quantity, quality and improvements as follows, To Penelope Cannon one fifth to Mary B. cannon one fifth to Thomas T. Cannon one fifth to Edith A. Cannon one fifth and to John F. Cannon & Margaret A. Cannon children of Barnaby Cannon deceased one fifth, and that said commissioners be authorized to employ the county surveyor to aid them in executing this order of the court, and the court doth further decree that George W. Macrae do execute a deed to the heirs aforesaid of Luke Cannon releasing all right title and interest of him the said George W. Macrae in the real estate of said Luke Cannon which he devised by virtue of the deed of trust referred to in the proceedings in this cause, from Luke Cannon deceased to him. And that the commissioner appointed to divide the real and personal estate of Luke Cannon under this decree, do respectively report their proceedings with a view to a final decree in this cause.

Reid (who is hereby appointed a special commissioner of this court in this cause for the purposes of this decree) an account of his administration on the said estate of Rutt Johnson deceased from the period at which his former account filed in this cause ended until the present time. The court doth further adjudge order and decree that said commissioners do state account of the advancements made by Rutt Johnson deceased in personality to his children as appearing by the report of commissioners heretofore rendered in this cause, so as to shew what each distribute ought to pay and what each ought to receive in order to equalize said advancements. Jackson deceased render before the commissioner of this court an account of his acting’s and doings as administrator aforesaid, and that said commissioner report his proceedings under this decree to the court with such matters especially stated as he may deem pertinent or either party may require to be stated.


William S. Fewell deputy sheriff presented to the court an account against the commonwealth amounting to $4.20 which was sworn to by said Fewell and being examined is allowed and ordered to be certified to the auditor of public accounts.


Ann Sincox of this county having died intestate more than three months ago and no person having applied for administration of her goods and chattels. On the motion of Charles G. Cannon it is ordered that James Foster sheriff of this county take the estate of aforesaid deceased into his possession and administer the same according to law.

Williams vs Tomlin (Chancery) The defendant who is out of this Commonwealth and against whom the plaintiff appears to have proceeded  in the mode presented by law against absent defendants; still failing to appear and answer. On  the motion of the plaintiff by counsel his bill is taken for confessed. And the cause coming on to be heard on the bill and exhibits was argued by the plaintiffs counsel. On consideration whereof the court doth adjudge order and decree that the said defendants do pay to the plaintiff the sum of one hundred and four dollars and thirty cents with interest on $46.74 part thereof from the 5th day of May 1835 and on $57.56 the residue from the 1st day of January 1836 until paid and the costs of this suit; And unless the said defendant shall pay the same, on or before the day of sale hereafter mentioned, the sheriff of this county is directed to sell the real estate in the bill mentioned to the highest bidder, on the premises, for cash after having advertised the time and place of sale for four weeks sufficient, at the front door of the court house of this county. And the court doth further order that the sheriff do pay to the plaintiff out of the proceeds of this sale, the debt, interest & costs aforesaid and that he make a deed to the purchaser in due form, for the aforesaid real estate, and report his proceedings to the court. But the plaintiff shall not have the benefit of this decree until he shall have entered into bond, with sufficient security in the clerks office of this court, in a penalty equal to double the money desired to be paid by the said defendant, with such conditioned as the law requires in case of about defendants. Then the court adjourned until court in course.

At a court of Oyer and Terminer  called and held at the Court House of Prince William County on Thursday the 22nd day of December 1836 for the trial of Abram a negro man slave the property of Mrs Jane Williams  charged with feloniously assaulted Mary Jane Hurtle with a view of ravishing and carnally knowing her, against her will. Present Lawrence G. Alexander, Redmon Foster, Benjamin Johnson, Robert Williams and Allen Howison gentlemen justices. George W. Macrae Esq. was assigned counsel for the prisoner and the attorney for the Commonwealth by Lucien Dade Esq. came into court and filed the following information against the said negro slave Abram vizt. Virginia Prince William County to wit: Be it remembered &c. and upon the information aforesaid the said Abram was arraigned and upon his arraignment pleaded not guilty and for his trial put himself upon God and this court, and the court proceeded to examine sundry witnesses for the Commonwealth. On consideration whereof are unanimously of opinion that the said Abram is guilty of the offence wherewith he stands charged. It is therefore considered and ordered by the court that he be remanded to jail, the place from whence he came and there to remain until the day of his execution, and from thence taken to the place of execution and hanged by the neck until he be dead on the second Friday in February next between the hours of 10 o’clock in the morning and 4 o’clock in the afternoon of that day.


And the Court are of the opinion that the said negro Abram is worth $1000.


The following was the evidence taken in this case. Commonwealth vs Abram a slave &c. which is ordered to be made a part of the record.


The business of this court being over the same is dissolved.

Hooe one hundred & twenty dollars of the hires of the of the slaves belonging to the other children of said T. B. Hooe to him for said purpose, it appearing to the court that the hires belonging to each of the other children aforesaid except William are not sufficient to support and maintain the children of said Thomas B. Hooe.


Hancock’s executor vs Davis & others Notice proved by the oath of William S. Fewell and judgment vs defendants according to forthcoming bond with interest and costs.


Hore & Peyton vs French & others Service of notice acknowledged and judgment vs defendants according to forthcoming bond with interest and costs.


An estate account of Wm. Wheeler deceased was presented to the Court and ordered to lie over.


An estate account of Ann E. Wheeler deceased was presented to the Court and ordered to lie over.


Macrae & others vs Chapman (Chancery) This cause coming on this day again to be heard on papers formerly read and the report of commissioner George W. Macrae was argued by counsel. Larkin is not guilty of the offence with which he stands charged, and the said Larkin is accordingly acquitted.

Whereupon on the motion of the plaintiff by counsel, it is ordered that this case be continued till the first day of March Court next, at his costs the said defendant by his attorney consenting thereto. Dye recover of the said Sarah Cockrell administrix with the will annexed of Moses Cockrell deceased out of the estate of the said decedent in her hands to be administered the sum of two hundred & five dollars and eighty four cents with interest on fifty dollars and seventy seven cents, part thereof from the 27th January 1837 till paid; that Jacob Langyher & Judith his wife recover of the said Sarah Cockrell administrator as aforesaid out of the estate of the said Moses Cockrell in her hands to be administered the sum of three hundred and thirty seven dollars and thirty nine cents with interest on two hundred and eight dollars and twenty five cents part thereof from the 27th January 1837 till paid; that Elizabeth Hixon recover of the said Sarah Cockrell administrix as aforesaid, out  of the estate of the said Moses Cockrell in her hands to be administered the sum of five hundred and seven dollars and seventy seven cents with interest on three hundred and six dollars and seventy nine cents with interest on three hundred and six dollars and seventy nine cents part thereof from the 27th January 1837 till paid; and that liberty be reserved to the parties in this cause to apply to the court for such other and further decrees in this case as may be necessary to enable them to secure their just debts.

And the court doth further order that the sheriff do pay to the plaintiff out of the proceeds of the sale, the defendant interest and costs aforesaid or so much as may be caused that he make a deed to the purchaser in due form, for the said one half of the house and lot and report his proceedings to the court.

Alexander vs King (Upon an Attachment) by consent of the parties by their attorneys. On consideration whereof the Court doth adjudge, order and decree that William Brawner and Allen Howison be and are hereby appointed commissioners with authority to make sale of the real estate in the county of Prince William of which James Foster Sen. died seized, on a credit of six and twelve months, the purchaser giving bond with approved security, and a deed of trust on the land, and that after deducting expenses incident to the sale thereof, that they divide the proceeds thereof as follows: To Redmon Foster one sixth of the proceeds of said land in his own right and one sixth as purchaser of the interest of Silas Foster; to Thomas Foster one sixth in his own right and two sixth as executor of Elizabeth Foster who purchased out the interest of James & Isaac Foster in said land and to William Foster & Elizabeth Foster infant children of Daniel Foster deceased one sixth, that being the portion to which their deceased parent Daniel Foster would have been entitled; and the court doth further order and decree that the aforesaid commissioners divide the personal estate of James Foster Sen., deceased among the following persons to wit: to Redmon Foster one ninth of said personal estate in his own right and two months as purchaser of James & Silas Foster’ interest; to Thomas Foster one ninth in his own right and one ninth as administrator of James Munday deceased; to Ann R. foster administrix of Daniel Foster deceased one ninth; to Cornelius Gaines in right of his wife one ninth part; to James W. Foster administrator of Isaac Foster deceased one ninth; to Elijah Wyatt in right of his wife one ninth, and the court doth further order that from the portions assigned to James Munday’s administrator and Elijah Wyatt, forty pounds be raised from each by sale or otherwise, and divided among the residue of the distributes according to the ratio in which the personal property is herein directed to be divided; or if it be found more convenient, the said commissioners may assign one ninth part to said Munday’s administrator and to Elijah Wyatt less forty pounds in value to each, and the court doth order that said commissioners give fifteen days notice of the sale of said land by advertisement at the court house door of the county, and such other public places as they may deem necessary, and that they report their proceedings with a view to a final decree in this cause.
