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 In October last the Manassas Church suspended Elder Hornbaker for non attendance 

without a trial. He appealed to the presbytery, and on investigation it was found that the church 

had been hasty. They are allowed to suspend a member for that cause without a trial, but they 

must admonish him at least one year previous to the action. In this case they had not done so, and 

the Presbytery sustained his appeal. It was stated that the church would now have a church trial 

and suspend him that way.
