$200 REWARD – RANAWAY from the subscriber near Haymarket, Prince William County, Va., now a resident of St. Charles County, Va., on the 1st of September last, Negro man BOB. He is about five feet eight or nine inches high, rather thick, and about forty-five years of age, has thick lips, and shoes his teeth when laughing; he has his second or rather middle fingers off, at the second joint on right hand. He is supposed to be in the District of Columbia, and passes as free.

He has been seen at Jack White’s and Spencer Hall’s, free men in Georgetown. I will give the above reward if taken and confined in jail, so that I get him again.
