Birdie Barnhart 1898 - 1922

Comments: There is a concern that although a tombstone is present that Birdie Barnhart is not buried here.   The following was found in the 8 Dec 1922 Fairfax Herald “ The body of Mrs. Birdie May Barnhart, wife of Mr. Donald G. Barnhart, who died at her home in Washington, Sunday last, was Tuesday brought to old Pohick church, where funeral services were held.  The interment was in the cemetery adjoining the church.  Mrs. Barnhart was a Ledman before her marriage.

The records at Pohick Church list her burial in 1922. A 9 Sep 1923 survey of the cemetery shows the same stone now in question was at that time in the graveyard at Pohick. That stone has now been replaced with a more modern stone that matches the others in her family buried there.  It appears, although without any evidence that when the tombstone of Birdie Barnhart was replaced with a new stone, the old one was inserted in the ground at the site given as Barnhart-Ledman Cemetery.  

No other tombstones or fieldstones were present when my visit took place but there is a possibility of other graves.
