He is about five feet four or five inches high of a brownish complexion, has a scar below one of his knees and part of one of his fore fingers cut off. Had on when he went away a short brown Fustian Coat and Black Velvet breeches, and carried with him a new suit of white Kersey and many other articles of dress I do not recollect. It is supposed he is lurking about Dr. G. Graham’s quarter, in Prince William where his mother lives, or has got to upper Marlboro in Maryland where he was born. The above reward will be paid, to any person who will secure said Negro in any jail so that I get him again, and all reasonable charges paid if delivered at home.
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
