At the request of the Board of Supervisors of Fairfax County, Virginia, representatives for the Board of Supervisors from the Counties of the Eighth Congressional District of Virginia, and the City of Alexandria, Virginia, were requested to meet at Alexandria, Virginia, and to consider the feasibility of the establishment of a district home for paupers. 


The representatives elected Mr. Geo. F Harrison, of Fairfax County, as permanent chairman, and Mr. W C Bibb, of Louisa, as secretary.


A committee was appointed to formulate a plan of action and submitted the following report:

FIRST:
An expression of opinion from each representative, as to whether or not their counties will favor the establishment of a district home as a basic proposition.

SECOND: That a committee of not more than three be appointed to make investigation of the following matters and things:

a. The population according to the last census of each county and city in the Eighth Congressional District, and the proportions such populations bear to the whole.

b. The present costs per capita of the maintenance of each pauper in each of the counties and city.
c. The average number of paupers maintained per annum by each of the counties and city in the District for the past three years.
d. The approximate value of the poor house properties, and equipment of each county and city in the District.

e. The approximate costs of a farm of suitable size, and the equipment suitable for operation thereof.

f. The approximate costs of superintendence and operation of said farm.

g. The approximate total number of persons who would be maintained per annum at the district house.

h. At what point it would be best to establish such a home.

i. Two or more available properties which can be purchased at location suggested, and the prices thereof.

j. Whether it would be best to purchase land without buildings, or purchase land with buildings thereon.

k. Any and all other matters or things to be reported by the committee, which they deem practical and necessary for the purpose for which they are appointed, so that the several counties and city can act with full information.

THIRD: That each county and city agree to stand an expense of not over $50.00 to cover costs of the investigation and report, and that such consent be communicated to the chairman of the committee as soon as possible.
FOURTH: That when the investigation is complete, the committee will cause a copy thereof to be furnished to each of the Board of Supervisors of each County, and the City Council of the city for examination.

FIFTH: That after examining the report, each of the Boards of Supervisors of each county, and the City Council of the city, will appoint a representative with power to act, to meet at some designated place and time to be selected by the chairman of this committee after notice, to take definite action looking to the establishment of a district home for the Eighth Congressional District of Virginia.


The forgoing report was discussed by the meeting and adopted.


The following three representatives selected to make the investigation and report in accordance with the foregoing suggestions: Geo. f Harrison, Herndon, Va., Frank L. Ballenger, Alexandria, Va., and Lindsey Dawson, Manassas, Va., R. F. D. the meeting then adjourned subject to the call of the chairman.

Your undersigned committee, acting under a resolution adopted by Your Honorable Board at its October meeting, to wit October 15, 1929, with respect to securing from Edith r. Gough the tract of land in Brentsville District known as the “Willis Green” land, begs leave to report as follows:
1. That since said meeting Edith R. Gough and her husband under date of October 22, 1929, conveyed the land in question to the undersigned as trustee provided that 40 percent of the net proceeds of the sale of said land should be paid to her and 60 percent of the net proceeds paid to the County Treasurer to be held as a special fund and expended for the maintenance of Willie Green, now an inmate of the District Home at the charge of Prince William County, and such remainder of said 60 per cent to be paid to the said Edith R. Gough should the said fund not be exhausted in the maintenance of said Willis Green.
2. That as of October 30, 1929, after some negotiation your committee succeeded in making sale of said land for $625.00 cash to J. W. Dodd, in which said conveyance reservation was made for the wheat crop sown by said Gough on said land to be harvested during 1930.

3. There has been some expense attending these negotiations and in settling my trusteeship account and recording the same as provided by law, as shown by an attached statement and made a part of this report, leaving a net balance derived from the sale of said land of $559.75, 40 percent of which has been paid to Mrs. Edith R. Gough amounting to $223.90, and a check is herewith submitted payable to be held by him subject to your Board’s further order, and the conditions of the conveyance from Edith R. Gough et hab to the undersigned as trustee.

Whereas the said Sarah Green hath departed this life and said Willis Green is an inmate of the District Home as a charge upon said county; and,


Whereas the said Edith R. Gough is unable to give said Willis Green such personal attention needed by reason of his infirmities from age and is willing to re-convey the said land to a trustee, upon condition that she shall receive forty per cent of the net proceeds there from for the payments hereto fore made on said land, and the residue to be placed with the County Treasurer to be used in the maintenance and burial of said Willis Green or surplus, if any, to be paid to said Edith R. Gough: Green since he became a charge upon said county; and the residue.

Now, therefore, in consideration of the premises, it is ordered that J. L. Dawson is hereby designated to act as such trustee to hold legal title to said land from said Gough, with full power and authority to make sale as expeditiously as practicable, either at private or public sale to the best advantage, and after paying the expenses incident to said conveyance and sale, shall apply the proceeds thereof as hereinbefore indicated.

Gentlemen;

Your committee appointed at October meeting of your board for a visit and inspection of the condition at the District Home beg to report as follows:

We visited the Home on November 18th and inspected the entire building going in to the rooms, seeing them at their middle meal. We found the sanitary conditions excellent, everything being very clean. We also interviewed many inmates who seemed thoroughly satisfied with the conditions. It is the opinion of the committee that the inmates should be given meat daily, and as much bread as they could eat. The committee is particularly pleased with Mrs. Nalls. Her ability is unquestioned, and the general conditions which we found reflect great credit upon the superintendent.
We investigated the complainants filed in behalf of Miss Missy Brawner but we could not substantiate them. Regarding the complainant of Mrs. Hensley regarding her mother we found that this patient died during the month of October and as far as we could find out she received the same treatment as all other inmates. The committee knowing the value of ample supply of milk and believes a small Dairy should be maintained upon the farm.

Agreement between A. C. Fletcher

And

Prince William County

This Agreement made this 24th day of November 1931, by and between A. C. Fletcher, of the county of Prince William, and State of Virginia, party of the first part, and the county of Prince William, party of the second part;

WITNESSETH; That Whereas, the said A. C. Fletcher is afflicted with the infirmities of age and has no fixed place of abode and desiring to establish a permanent home has made a proposition to the party of the second part that he has $150.00 cash in bank to his credit with the Bank of Haymarket, Inc., in Haymarket, said county, in the State of Virginia, also for safe keeping a note of Edward Hansborough for the sum of $265.00, and also has a judgment against H. J. Schaeffer for the sum of $50.00 and interest which said cash and evidences of debt the party of the first part doth hereby assign, transfer and set over to the said county of Prince William, upon conditions that said county will furnish to said first party at the institution known as the District Home a place of abode and nourishment as is given to other inmates of said institution, and further proposes that he will perform such manual labor in and about said District Home as the weather and his physical condition will permit; therefore, in consideration of the premises and in consideration that said first party will turn over to said second party or its county treasurer, the said cash, the said note and said judgment by such further or additional assignments or transfer as may be deemed best by the said second party, with the condition that said assets shall become absolutely the property of said county; and in pursuance of certain preambles and a resolution adopted by said Board of Supervisors of said county as of this date, J. L. Dawson for and on behalf of the said second party doth hereby covenant and agree that said first party shall become an inmate of said District Home as a resident of Prince William County, Virginia, that he shall receive the same attention, benefits and facilities as other inmates at said home provided with, and doth further covenant and agree that he shall receive such medical attention, medicines and receive at the hands of said county such interment as other inmates of said institution are provided with for and during the remainder of the natural life of said first party.

The said first party covenants and agrees to render such assistance and perform such work as he is physically able to do in and about said home and upon its farm connected therewith.

The said second party is hereby authorized and empowered to take such steps as it may be best advised to collect said note of $265.00 and interest and said judgment of $50.00 and interest, with costs thereon, together with said $1500.00 cash in bank aforesaid.

It is further covenanted between the parties hereto that in the event the said first party shall become dissatisfied to remain as an inmate of said institution that said first party shall, out of the proceeds of said cash, note and judgment realized there from, be charged for maintenance, lodging and attention aforesaid at the rate of $15.00 per month, and any surplus of said cash, note and judgment shall be paid to said A. C. Fletcher or his assigns upon said first party leaving said institution, provided however, that said first party shall carry out conditions of this agreement to the best of his skill and physical means.
