Comments:   None of the graves had tombstones according to the minutes of the District Home until a motion was made by T. J. Fannon on April 19, 1932 to get information on the probable cost of placing Head Stones or Slabs at each of the graves now in the cemetery and those to be buried there, and report to the next meeting.

June 21st 1932  Mr. M. J. Hottle, submitted a bid of $5.00 each for grave markers to mark the graves in the cemetery of the home.  The stone when set to be 1 foot out of the ground, 8 inches wide and 2 inches thick, with name and 2 dates thereon.

At a board meeting of the district house May 19, 1936 “a motion duly made and seconded and carried, grave markers are to be discontinued, except and only at the request of and to be paid for by relatives of inmates in each instance.  All orders in conflict with this order are hereby rescinded.

January 18, 1943 board meeting  - Mr. R. S. Hall appeared before the board and offered the sale of a lot on his place at Occoquan, for the purpose of burying colored inmates, after some discussion, Mr. G. C. Russell was appointed a committee to meet with Mr. Hall, and to further discuss the matter and to report back here the next meeting.

March 15th 1943 board meeting  “On motion duly made and carried Mr. G. C. Russell, was appointed a committee of one to purchase from R. S. Hall, Occoquan, Virginia, after the title has been ok’ed, one half acre of land on his farm near the colored cemetery at the price of $50.00, for a cemetery to bury colored inmates from this home.

In the 1970s or 1980s all the tombstones were stolen from the cemetery. In the mid to late 1980s a boy scout picked up the tombstones from the Manassas Police Station and placed them in a row by death dates back in the cemetery.   It is not known if they were placed back in the original positions.
