About the year 1853, Henry Dangerfield, dec’d, and myself, became joint purchasers, from Hector Kincheloe, of a tract of land, in Prince William County, Va. called “Blooms Grove” – Subsequently I purchased Mr. Dangerfield’s interest, in the property. Among the payments made by us, to said Kincheloe, was an order drawn by him on Mr. Dangerfield, and myself, in favor of F. A. Weedon for $361 27/100, in settlement of various executions in the hands of said Weedon, as Sheriff, against Kincheloe. Two of the executions for small amounts, being in favor of Berkley Ward. An entry in my Bank Book shews that this order, was paid, on the 28th of July 1853. Another payment was an order drawn by Hector Kincheloe on Henry Dangerfield, and myself, dated 15th of June 1854, to Berkley Ward on order, and endorsed by said Ward for the sum of $1305. 15/100. The receipt on the back of the order, shew that I paid one half of said amount $652.59/100, and that Henry Dangerfield paid a like amount. One entry in my Bank Book under date of March 31st 1854 shews that my payment was made to H. Clay Ward, the holder of the order – When first presented to Henry Dangerfield & myself. We refused to accept it, because, according to my recollection we had not authorized Mr. Kincheloe to draw on us in this way. We subsequently however agreed to pay it, and did pay it, in the manner, I have stated. I know nothing further of any transactions between Berkley Ward and Hector Kincheloe.
