Peter is about the same age, about six feet high, complexion rather light, walks very erect, is a very specious fellow, and will, no doubt, pass himself as a free man, the clothes they wore and carried off are not known, but it is supposed they will appear in better than Negroes generally do, as they left all their common clothes at home. If found out of state the above reward will be given, if found in the state Forty Dollars. And if in the county Twenty, or half for either.
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
