Letter Rejected – 16 July 1840

      Sir,


As a Captain in the Virginia Militia & the Company I command is without any kind of arms for protection. I would ask you if thair is not old muskets which is no use to the state that mite be giving to me for distribution, to my men. I ask then for thair is a grate uneasiness in our County about the negroes as is in other counties. I have from 80 to 100 men in my company & if at any time I should be order out for the defence of the county- how would we appear before a gang of Negroes – or other persons. I ask & make this request for 100 muskets & if I can get them I want them ____
