100 Dollars REWARD – For delivering to me or securing in any jail in the United States, so that I get him again, a Negro Man named HADON, who Ran away on the 8th of September last. Haydon is about 5 feet 7 or 8 inches high, 24 or 25 years of age, light complexion; (though black) very likely, rather a down look; trim made, and very active, I purchased him of Col. Enoch Renoe of Prince William County, where his mother and several brothers live. He has also relations near Leesburg, Loudoun County, where he was caught about 1st January, but made his escape. He has relations in Stafford County, the property of a Mr. Baty. He was seen in that neighborhood not long after he ran away, occasionally shifting his residence to avoid detection. I caution any person that may take him to be on his guard as he has made his escape three times from his cunning and activity.
