To C. E. Donohoe, Constable of said County: I HEREBY COMMAND you to summon J. Willett Leach if be found in your district, to appear at HAYMARKET in the said County, as may then be there to try this warrant, to answer the complaint of Corbin F. Hanccok agent for George Hancock Esq. upon a certain claim for money not exceeding fifty dollars, exclusive of interest, to wit, for the sum of FIFTY DOLLARS, due by note and then and there make return of this warrant. Given under my hand, this that 28 day of March 1868.
