Augusta Douglas (Lynn) vs Mrs. J. H. Carter Admx. of  J. H. Carter

Hire of Mariah – 1861

NOTE – On the 1st day of January 1862 we bind ourselves our heirs &c to pay to Augusta Douglas the sum of twenty five dollars for the hire of Slave Woman Mariah, from January 14, 1861 to December 25th 1861 and we further bind ourselves to furnish said Slave with the following clothing, to wit, two domestic cotton dresses, two chemises and a pair of shoes for the summer, and for the winter one linsey dress, two pair of stockings, two handkerchiefs, a pair of shoes and a blanket, all to be furnished in one season as witness our hands and seals.
