TWENTY-FIVE DOLLARS REWARD – Ranaway from the subscriber, residing in the upper part of Stafford County, on the 9th instant, a Negro lad called INDEPENDENCE. He is black, twenty years old on the 4th of July last, about the usual height of servants of that age, well made, has a scar upon one of his arms, occasioned by a burn in his infancy; his nose rather short and flat, a fine set of teeth, and stammers a little when confused. His clothing is mostly of home-made materials. Coat and vest intended for black, his pants light purple, white hat with a broad brim and low crown. I will give the above reward if taken in either of the adjoining counties, fifty dollars if taken in any county not adjoining and one hundred dollars if taken without the State of Virginia, and confined in either case, so that I get him again, address, Tacketts Mill.
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
