Comments:  In the 1920’s and 1930’s according to Walter Coverston this cemetery was well maintained and enclosed with a white picket fence. At that time there were at least 15 stones with inscriptions, most if not all were members of the Lee Family.
In 1990 when I first found this cemetery 5 rows of graves were visible. Row #1 on the edge next to Diplomat Lane had 4 red stones marking graves and three depressions for a total of 7 graves. Row #2 had one field stone and two depressions visible. Row #3 had Margaret Lee, 2 field stones, and 4 depressions. Row #4 had 6 depressions with many ground hog holes. Row #5 had what appeared to be two depressions. Cemetery is in much worse shape in 2001 than 1990 & 1993. All the stones have been moved. The broken base for Margaret Lee’s stone is still in the original place but the cemetery has suffered a lot of vandalism in ten years.
