The Clerk’s Loose Papers 1752 – 1930 Index of Criminal and Civil Cases is a compilation of records in the Prince William County court archives. This volume is alphabetically arranged by the Defendant in the second column. The first column is the person or business listed as the plaintiff. The third column is the location inside the court archives of the record. Column number four is the date of the action although many cases were continued for a number of years before coming to a conclusion. Column number five is the number of pages or pieces of paper belonging to the case. In some instances the parts of the same case can be found in more than one Hollinger archival box.
Although over 100,000 pages are included in this three volume index, only a small amount of chancery and executions records are included. At the time the index was being assembled most of these records were not available.
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
