Know all men by these presents that I Mary B. Nelson of Prince William County in consideration of the mutual love and affection which I have and bear unto my Sister & her children; Fannie Priest, Mary A. & John C. Priest of the said County and also for the good cause and consideration me the said Mary B. Nelson hereto moving, have given presented and conformed and by these presents do give grant and confirm unto the said Fannie Priest & children. A female Negro Slave named Amanda and the children of said Slave named Alice, Lucila and Frank & the future increase of said slave female Amanda, Alice, and Lucila to have hold and enjoy the said Slaves and the future increases of the females thereof with the said Fannie prost, Mary A. & John C. Priest for their own use livelihood and support for and clear of and from all debts and contracts of every and any description whatsoever, of the said husband and father Mathew Priest, now existing or which may at anytime hereafter exists; it being the express interest and meaning of me the said Mary B. Nelson to transfer said property to my said sister & her children absolutely and exclusively entirely free and clear of and from any martial rights whatsoever of the said Mathew Priest & I the said Mary B. Nelson my executors administrators and assigns and all and every other person or persons whatever shall and will covenant forever defend by these presents of which said slaves the said Mary B. Nelson have put the said Fannie Priest and her children in full free possession. In witness whereof I have hereunto set my hand and seal this the 24th day of March 1856.
