To the Sheriff of Prince William County: We command you that you do not omit for any liberty in your county, but that you take Mary Feagan if she be found within the same and her safely keep until she shall satisfy us $100 which we late in our County Court of Prince William County on the 2nd day of January 1893 recovered against her for the fine assessed for keeping a house of ill fame against the peace and dignity also $18.99 which to us, in the said court was adjudged for our costs in that behalf expended. Whereof the said Feagan is convict as appears to us of record. And how you have executed this writ make known to the judge of our said county at the Court House on the 1st Monday in February 1893 and have then there this writ.
