The Jurors of the Commonwealth of Virginia, in and for the body of the county of prince William and now attending the said Court at the October Term 1908, upon their oaths present, that Thomas Posey, on the 8th day of October 1908, in the said county of Prince William in and upon one Edward fair, then and there being, feloniously, willfully, and of his malice aforethought, did make an assault, and the said Thomas Posey with a certain axe, in his hand then and there held the said Edward Fair, in and upon the head of him, the said Edward Fair, then and there feloniously, willfully and of his malice aforethought, did strike and hit; giving to the said Edward Fair then and there with the axe aforesaid in and upon the head of him, the said Edward Fair, then and there died. And so the jurors aforesaid, upon their oath aforesaid, do further present that Minnie Posey on the day, month and year first aforesaid, in the County aforesaid, feloniously, willfully and of her malice aforethought, was present, counseling, aiding abetting and assisting the said Thomas Posey the felony and murder aforesaid, to do and commit, and as the jurors aforesaid, upon their oath aforesaid, do say that the said Thomas Posey and Minnie Posey, the said Edward Fair in manner and form aforesaid, feloniously, willfully and of their malice aforesaid, did kill and murder, against the peace and dignity of the Commonwealth of Virginia.
