A Negro Man who says his name is NED BUTLER, says he is free; of slender make yellowish complexion, about 25 years of age, 5 feet 11 inches high, his upper teeth is out, a wart on the left hand near the little finger; had on a brown great coat much worn, country cotton striped pantaloons, a red mixed waistcoat. The owner (if any) is requested to come and prove his property, pay charges and take him away; otherwise he will be disposed of as the law directs.
