Delia McCoy vs John T. Brawner, George W. Brawner & William L. Brawner
For Hire of Newton - $95.00

We and each of us bind ourselves our and each of our heirs executors and administrators jointly and severely to pay to Delia McCoy on or before the first day of January 1855 the sum of ninety five dollars the same being for the hire of Slave named Newton from this time until the 25 December next, and we moreover bind ourselves our and each of our heirs executors and administrators jointly and severally to furnish said slave with good and sufficient summer and winter clothing including hat and blanket and treat said slave with humanity and not to hire or rehire said slave without the permission of the said McCoy. Witness our hands and seals this 2nd day of January 1954.
