“This house began as a nineteen-foot-by-twenty-two-foot building of one-and-a-half to two stories. The original building had one room downstairs, one or two rooms upstairs, and a large, stone chimney in the west, gabled end. The two-story “L” was added by “Bun” Graham in the 1890s. The nearness of this house to Buckland Tavern situated down a steep slope and to the east, suggests that it may have been associated with tavern activities, perhaps as a kitchen or place for accommodating an overflow of guests.”
