This coming to be heard on the Bill, and exhibits, and it appearing to the satisfaction of the Court that the Bill and exhibits in this cause have been filed more than two, and it further appears that the summons has been executed on the said Weems and Brawner more than sixty days. It is therefore ordered by the Court that the Bill be taken for confessed and that the said Weems do settle and according to law before A. Nicol commissioner in chancery his administrator account on the estate of the said James Morgan deceased, and on his failure to appear, and settle he will be charged with his inventory of his intestates estate.

Dear Sir

Your letter of 20th inst was received by the last northern mail making some enquiries relative to Jesse E. Weems also a man by the name of Morgan who died at Weems’s about 20th August last.  First I am well acquainted with Mr. Weems have known him for 15 or 20 years he lived in this place. About 8 or 9 years past he went to a little farm in the county which he calls Somerfield there is no town or village in this county by that name. Mr. Weem’s  farm is about 4 miles from this place he is also a Methodist preacher as you observe.  This man Morgan came to this place last March & put up at a public house kept by a widow woman named Merchant where he remained perhaps two or three weeks & visited about with his fiddle.  He attracted the attention of several gentlemen who made him an associate. He then fell in company with Mr. Weems & his daughters at a meeting. I understand & ultimately he took up his lodging at Mr. Weem’s where he died. I frequently saw Morgan after he went to board at Weem’s.  He often came to the office tho he never received a letter from any quarter. He was called Col. Morgan he had with him a tremendous dog which always followed him, this dog had a brass collar which had engraved on it B. Morgan.  After the death of Morgan Mr. Weems administered on his property made a sale & sold every thing. He left horses gigs, fiddles, watches, clothes &c.  every thing Morgan left I understand.  I do not know whether the credit given purchasers was nine or twelve months I was not at the sale.  I will recollect the looks  of Morgan tho he was what the Virginias sometime say a good looking man yet he looked to me suspicious & seemed restless. 


I omitted in the first part of this letter to inform you that this little town Dumfries stands immediately on the road leading from the Capitol of the United States to the Capitol of Virginia, Richmond, which is the reason it is thought why Morgan left this place for a retreat in the country as great many persons pass through this place from North & from the South. I also omitted to state in the first part of my detail that this Col. Morgan as he was called when he first came to Dumfries some time in the winter last 1840.  He was in company with a Mr. Bayly or Col. Bayly perhaps he was called. They went on together to Richmond, Va. where Bayly died as Morgan stated when he returned in March to this place again. I believe I have given you a full detail of Col. Morgan so far as I am informed in relation to the man his progress and down to his death he is interned  a bout 8 miles from this place called Bell Air.

Look Out for a Villain!!!


The readers of the Telegraph will recollect the notice taken of one Morgan, a dancing-master, some months since his carrying a girl from Cornwell to Orwell, where he took private lodgings with her, &c. With such facts as are now in my possession, I feel in duty bound to give this vile vagabond another passing notice. And I would suggest to as many publishers of newspapers as love or regard the cause of virtue, whether they would not do well to assist in putting the public generally on guard against a consummate villain – a nefarious marauder – who appears to live only to indulge his basest lusts, rioting on the affections of as many as he can deceive – who are not a few – degrading human nature, and subverting the institutions of Heaven, which lie at the foundation of good society on earth. Below are extracts from a letter which I received in the month of December.


“Washington, Hart’s Village.



New York, December 3rd 1838


“Mr. Editor: - I take the liberty, from request, of writing to you in regard to a person of most infamous character, viz: one Morgan, a dancing-master. Said Morgan married Miss Jane Anson, a sister-in-law of the subscriber, on the 14th of October, 1835, while teaching dancing school in the town of Stanford, Dutchess County, State of New York, and continued with her until the Spring following, in the month of April, when he left with the pretence of going to the house of Wm. Waltermyer, in the town of Milan, a distance of about 10 or 12 miles, to play the violin, at a ball, with the promise of returning on the fourth day after his departure. But he had not been seen nor heard from since, until a paper was sent____ ____ New York – who were knowing to the circumstances – containing an article headed, “Mark the Man” copied from the Vermont Telegraph, in which was portrayed his conduct and character in those parts. The said Morgan’s once espoused but now deserted wife request me to write to you, requesting you to return an answer.


We think it will be best to exhibit him and his character in the public papers, order that society may shun and abhorvile a monster.
When here, he went by the name of James Morgan – was a very gentlemanly appearing fellow – large and portly – with black hair and mustaches – a dark and piercing eye – and always well dressed.

“Goshen, (N. Y.) 24th Dec. 1838.


Dear Sir: I received a letter from Mr. Swan, P. M. at Woodstock, in reply to one of mine seeking information concerning the character of James B. Morgan, a professor of dancing.  Mr. Morgan has a school at my house of great respectability; and since it has been in operation, some reports concerning his character, (of a damning nature to one of his profession,) have been circulated among us. Mr. Swan’s letter in some measure confirmed the story we had heard; and stated that an affair which Mr. Morgan had with a lady in the vicinity of Brandon, was published in the Vermont Telegraph. I wish merely to ask  the favor of you to send a number of the paper containing such publication, to my address; and should you know personally, or in such manner that you rely upon its truth, beyond what is contained in the paper, to communicate it by letter, and oblige.

Both of the foregoing letters were answered, on the reception of the latter, and I have heard no more of the affair, until, while on my late northern excursion, I learned that Morgan was now figuring, in his calling, at Highgate, in the north-west corner of this State.

Whenever he will repent, and manifest the works of repentance, let him be restored to the confidence and embrace of society. – Until such time, let him be cast out from the embrace and enjoyment of virtuous society.

To the Editor of the Vermont Telegraph:

Highgage, February 16th 1839


Dear Sir: In the copy of your paper of the 13th inst. Sent to this village, you remark that James Morgan, a person of notoriously bad character, was understood to be instructing a Dancing School in this place; but our Instructor is a different person from the one referred to in your paper. His  name is Gitchell, a man somewhat advanced in years, very corpulent, and not very prepossessing in his personal appearance – however a very respectable, well bred man. He has resided in this County for some years past, with his friends, and has always borne a very correct character. We are obliged to you, Sir, for guarding us against an impostor, but are happy to return you in answer, that we have a very prosperous School, a good Teacher, and respectably conducted in every manner. You will please publish this in your next paper, and forward a copy of the same.

So it appears that my informant was not in possession of correct information as to the present location of Morgan.

While I am happy in being able to make this correction, I cannot refrain from informing my correspondent, S. K. P.” that I have no sympathy or countenance for Dancing-schools, however “respectably conducted.” I think that chopping wood and hoeing corn, for males – and spinning, weaving, and making bread, for females, altogether better employment, in regard both to the physical and moral being.

U. Barton sworn to give evidence before the grand jury – and we do also present one Chapman Rennoe surveyor of a road leading from Rennoe’s Tavern to Randall ford for not keeping it in lawful order on evidence of two of our own within six months last past – and do present William Dickerson (tavern keeper) for keeping a public house in the town of Brentsville in the county aforesaid without a license within six months last past on the evidence of Robert A. Calvert & William Davis two of our body – and we do present one George T. Adams for suffering negro man Charles to go at large and  against the laws of the Commonwealth within six months last past on the information of Henry Love sworn and sent to give evidence before the grand jury


We present also John Sowden laborer, William Colbert wheelwright, Benjamin Bland laborer and Alexander Bland laborer, all of the Town of Dumfries and County of Prince William except John Sowden who resides in the County of Prince William for annoying the family of John Hennion in the Town of Dumfries and County of Prince William, and within the jurisdiction of this court on the night of the fourth day of December in the year one thousand eight hundred and forty one by disorderly and violent conduct by beating a drum and ringing bells about and around the house of the said John Hennion and on the same occasion by throwing stones and rocks at the same time upon the information of Julia Ann Hennion sworn and sent to the court to give information

To the Honorable the County Court of Prince William County, Virginia.


We the undersigned appointed to inspect the County Clerks Office in accordance with the provisions of section 6, chapter 163 of the Code of Virginia, and to superintend certain improvements in said office would beg leave most respectfully to report:


That they have caused to be prepaned a large case to hold the books and papers belonging to the Clerks Office and which will doubtless be sufficient for that purpose for years to come.


They have also caused to be made a suitable table for the office and a box with two compartments each with lock and key to hold the jury list of the County. These expenses have been met by the appropriation of $100.00 made by this court at the annual levy, a small balance of which is yet unexpended.


We made a careful examination of every book in the office and of every package of papers in order to satisfy ourselves.


1st as to the manner in which the books and papers of the office have been kept. 2nd in order that we might ascertain exactly what is necessary to place the office in a proper condition.

Recommendation

In view of the importance that the records of the County should be kept in a condition to afford accurate and ready information of their contents, and especially of the many transfers of property now occurring and likely to occur in the future. We recommend that an appropriation be made for the following purposes.

The re-binding of Deed Books W, 3, and 14; that the fifteen pages of Vol. 15, and ninety three pages of Vol. 17 be bound and indexed with Vol 14, and be marked on the back “Liber 14 and parts of 15 and 17”

The re-binding of Will Book P. and of the three Minute Books including the years 1790-92, 1821-25 & 1825-27, and of Fiduciary Bond Book 1852 to 1869, of Rule Book 1826 to 1833 , of Book of Land Causes 1793 to 1812, and of Processors Book 1796 to 1833.

The re-pairing  of Deed Books Y, 4, 9, 13, 20, & 24.

New Indexes for Deed Books M, T, U, 3, 14, 15, & 17

New Indexes for Will Books H, & L

New Indexes for Execution Books including the years 1820-23, 1824-28. 1833-36, 1836-38, 1841-43, & 1843 -46.

New Indexes for Judgment Lien Docket Book 1860 to present from pages 74 to page 106 comprising about 300 cases which have never been indexed

Also for the preparation of a general index of all the Deed Books up to 1865.

We think the present system of indexing Deed Books is defective in the following respects. 1st The surnames only of the Grantors and Grantees are given. 2nd In some instances where there are several parties to the same instrument it is only indexed in the name of one grantor and one grantee. We recommend that all deeds be indexed under the full names of each of the parties thereto.

We further recommend that a uniform size be adopted for all Deed Books, Minute Books and Will Books – and we suggest as the most convenient size for such books 18 inches in length 12 inches in breadth and 2  ½ inches in thickness. This would give a book of about 650 pages of good paper 1 ¾ inches thick.

We suggest the propriety of indexing deeds of trust and of release under the name of the beneficiary as well as of the trustee and grantor.

We find the minute book now in use without an index, and all of the opinion that such books should be indexed for each term before the commencement of the following term.

We recommend that the miscellaneous papers referred to in the above inventory be asserted; labeled and filed; according to their nature and dates.

In order to carry out any of the above suggestions and any other improvements that the court may deem necessary we recommend an appropriation ample to enable the clerk to employ the necessary assistance – or a committee appointed by the court to co-operate with the clerk for that purpose. The undersigned your petitioners respectfully represent to hour honor that on the 25th day of May 1871 at Brentsville in Brentsville Township in said County and within the jurisdiction of your honors court, an election was held and conducted by judges of your honor’s appointment to wit; George W. Sexsmith, M. M. Roseberry and Isaac P. Baldwin to fill certain township offices; and your petitioners further represent to your honor that at said election certain ballots were deposited by the qualified voters of said township purporting to be for or against a school tax, the amount however of which, in the  exact purposes for which it was intended does not appear on the ballots nor are your petitioners informed on either point; that this vote was taken without any legal notice to your petitioners and the other qualified voters of the said township (which is a school district number in said county) by the board of school trustees for said district to wit  B. P. Dulin and Wm. J. Manuel only the clerk of said last named board to wit John L. Sinclair, whose duty as trustees of said district it was by law duly enacted. (___ 8 Sec.___ act of the General Assembly approved 11 July 1870) to prepare and submit to the qualified voters of said district the question whether a tax should be levied on the real and personal property of the people in said district, to provide school houses, school books, for indigent children and other school appliances and current expenses.


Your petitioners state that in the absence of this notice and the submission of this question of school tax by the said school trustees your petitioners were in utter ignorance of the amount of tax required except amount is rumor and public report said ___ be required. Your petitioners state that the ballots on the subject of tax for schools ____had written printed on them “For School Tax” or “Against School Tax”, not naming whether the said tax was to be for county or township purposes, whether to make at the ____ of the county superintendent or for the purposes of the district, and that said ballots gave no amount voted for whether ½ mill on the dollar or ten mills on the dollar. The ballots your petitioners allege were ____ meaning ___ and ______and would not authorize the judge aforesaid to say how much tax if any had been voted to be levied for schools in the said district.


Your petitioners aver that the school trustees did not submit the question to the qualified voters of the township or district whether they would vote a levy of 2 mills on the dollar of all real and personal property for the purposes of schools in said district, nor was any such notice given said voters by any one and ___ said question not having been submitted could not have been voted for or carried.


Your petitioners further aver that ____ the ballots herein allowed to there were eight designating on their face “For ½ mill tax and against 2 mill tax”, that two taxes refer to your petitioners have never been informed in the mode prescribed by law that said eight ballots though plain on their face were rejected and not counted by the said judges of election and that after casting aside said eight ballots the said judges in violation of known law _____ as the result of the election that a school tax of two and a half mill on the dollar on all real and personal property in the district should be paid by your petitioners and the other citizens of said district. We respectfully submit to your honor that no such result was attained; that no tax of two and a half mills on the dollar on all real and personal property in said school district was carried by said election; that the return of said judges was highballed  ___  ___ and a great outrage upon the property interest of your petitioners and other citizens of the district; that said ____ of the said judges was a false return and said declare election an untrue election; that the failure to count said ballots was a wrong upon the citizens of said district and that in failing and refusing to count them they invaded the most sacred right of your petitioners and neighbors; and your petitioners pray in view of this great injury to them and the other citizens of the district that your honor will proceed upon the merit of this complaint; examine said ballots and determine _______ the same in accordance with the constitution and laws of the State of Virginia and your petitioners will ever pray.

A Bill To Remove County Seat to Manassas
To authorize the qualified voters of the county of Prince William to vote on the question of removing the County Court House to Manassas.


Whereas numerous and influential citizens of Prince William county have by petition memorialized the General Assembly that the sense of the people of said county should be taken upon the change of the location of the Courthouse of said county therefore,

1.  Be it enacted by the General Assembly of Virginia, that it shall be the duty of the several officers conducting elections in the county of Prince William, at the time and places for holding the general election on the fourth Thursday in May, eighteen hundred and seventy-two, to prepare a separate ballot box for each voting precinct, in which shall be deposited the ballots of the then qualified voters who shall desire to vote upon the question of said removal. The said ballots shall be respective as follows: 

For Brentsville 

For Manassas

Each ballot so cast, which shall have written or printed thereon “For Brentsville,” shall be taken and counted as a vote against the removal of said courthouse, and each ballot so cast which shall have written or printed thereon “For Manassas,” shall be taken and counted as a vote for the removal of said courthouse from its present location to the village of Manassas in said county.

2. The manner of receiving and canvassing the ballots at such election on the question of the removal of said courthouse, and making returns and abstracts of the results to the regulations prescribed by the general election law of this state, except that the certificate of the judges of election shall be as follows:

and provide further, that the commissioners of election shall make on a separate sheet an abstract of said courthouse of Prince William County, which abstract shall be duly signed by said commissioners and deposited in the office of the clerk of the county court of said county.

3. If from such returns and abstracts of votes so cast upon the question of the removal of the courthouse of Prince William county it shall appear that a majority of the votes were “For Manassas,” the said village of Manassas shall be, to all intents and purposes, the place of holding courts in the said county of Prince William, and for conducting the business incident there or so soon as suitable buildings may be erected for that purpose; provided, that the people of Manassas shall furnish the necessary lot of ground, enclosed, and erect thereon, without expense to the people of the county, as good or better courthouse, jail and clerk’s offices than those in present use, and shall convey, by proper legal conveyance, the title to the said lot and buildings thereon to the said county, the funds for the purchase of said lot and erection of said buildings to be received by Benjamin D. Merchant, Charles L. Hynson, and William S. Fewell, who shall constitute in connection with the Board of Supervisors, a building committee to erect the courthouse and other necessary buildings; and it shall be the duty of the Board of Supervisors of the county of Prince William, to sell the public buildings at Brentsville upon such terms as they shall deem best, and appropriate the proceeds of said sale towards the erecting of the necessary public buildings at Manassas aforesaid; and the Board of Supervisors of said county shall select a lot on which said public buildings shall be erected; and further provided, said removal of the said courthouse shall not take place before the year 1873.

4. This act shall be enforced from its passage.

I was lying on the bed about half asleep. I was aroused by hearing the room door open, on looking I saw a pistol pointing through the inside door, in Rhoda Fewell’s hands. I jumped up and ran to the corner on the right hand side of the door, as I was going to the corner he fired on me and missed me. I ran to the corner on the other side of the door. He shot at me again. I saw him poke the pistol again through the door and I grabbed it, it was about the size of a navy pistol. I tried to wrest it from him but failed. He then drew a smaller one and with that shot me in the breast. I herd somebody out there with him and from his voice took it to be Maj. Thornton endeavoring to get him to stop firing. Just before he fired the last shot Maj. Thornton came and endeavored to stop him from firing.

The undersigned, your petitioners respectfully represent to hour honor that the State Legislature at its last session, passed a special act which received executive sanction to enable the qualified voters of Prince William County to vote at their Townships election on 23rd day of May 1872 upon the question of removing the County Seat of their County from Brentsville its present location to Manassas, a copy of special act is herewith exhibited, marked A and pray to be read as part of this. That on said 23rd day of May 1872, the vote on said question was taken at various precincts in said county, and the returns thereof made to the Clerks Office of your honor’s court. That on the 2nd day after the said election day two of the persons appointed by your honor as commissioners of election for said county, met at the Clerk’s Office of said County Court, and without organizing according to law and in the absence of a quorum proceeded unsworn to open the poll books from the different election precincts in said County, and to count and canvass the said returns. There never having been a Bar or Store at the place, and certainly not a suitable place for a Bar as the law directs, and would be very detrimental to the interest of the church should one be allowed as the place of selling would be only about 150 yards from the church. There are already 2 Bars about ¾ of a mile north east of the church (at Waterfall) and one at Thoroughfare, 2 miles south. Your kind protection in this matter will be ever grateful.

The allowance to the jailor for the maintance and care of a lunatic, shall be fixed by the court in whose jail he is confined, not exceeding fifty cents for each day such lunatic is kept and supported therein. No more shall be allowed for his clothing than thirty dollars a year. No such allowance shall be audited and paid unless it appears in the certificate of it that the jailor proved to the court that, immediately after the commitment of the lunatic, and at least once in every two months thereafter, application was made to the boards of directors of each of the asylums for admission and that such application was refused for want of a room, or that such application was not continued because the admission of the lunatic had been refused for some other cause than the want of room.

M. Harnishand the said Mrs. A. R. Young reserves the balance of the 3 rooms of her house and a portion of the attic and other conveniences for her own use. The said Mrs. A. R. Young also rents her farm to the said William McCartney on the following conditions, he is to sow one field in oats, each to furnish equal portions of Fertilizer and seed oats, (and he to put the grass seed in for her) and at threshing time the oats to be thrashed by him and equally divided by them, he also is to cultivate the field in corn next to Mrs. Kincheloe’s line, and give said Mrs. A. R. Jail Inspection & Report

To the Hon. Wm. E. Lipscomb, Judge of the County Court of Prince William County:

 We the undersigned members of the committee appointed by your honor to inspect the jail and report to the court in accordance with section 929 of the Code of Virginia of 1887, have inspected said jail and respectfully submit the following report.


The jail is a two story brick building 36 feet by 30 feet and contains eight rooms, only four of which are used as cells for the confinement of prisoners; the other four being occupied by the jailor and his family.


The cells are 11 ½ feet by 11 ½ feet in size and in our opinion are comfortable and secure, but may be strengthened by slight repairs which we think are needed and should be done.


One door post to one of the cells is split and should be replaced by a new one. One window should have a new sash and several others a few panes of glass. Besides these there are a few other slight repairs needed on the inside of the jail which we do not consider it necessary to mention, but can readily be seen by inspection.


On examination we find the roof leaks in several places and that the rafters are considerably sunken on the north side of the building; the shingles appear to be in the same condition over the entire roof, but from the fact that the roof leaks in several places we think it is liable to leak in others at any time and therefore we are of the opinion that it would be economy to put on a new one and so recommend.


The wall under several of the windows needs some mortar; two or three window sills show considerable signs of decay though they may be sound.


The condition of the building is such as is required by section 926 of the Code except so far as affected by the needed repairs mentioned above.


The beds furnished for the prisoners are scarcely sufficient. We think there would be a saving to the county in the way of beds and bedding and would be more comfortable to the prisoners if there were one or more iron cots placed in each cell. In all others respects so far as we have been able to learn, the jailor endeavors to discharge his duties in conformity with the law as required by section 928 of the Code.

Bradley Farm at Limstrong


This agreement made this 14th day of October 1901, by and between J. Willard Green, of the City of Washington, D. C., party of the first part and Robert Armentrout, of the county of Prince William and State of Virginia, party of the second part, WITNESSETH:


That for and in consideration hereinafter mentioned the said party of the first part doth hereby lease unto said party of the second part all that certain farm at Limstrong, post office, county and State aforesaid, and known as the Bradley Farm, upon the terms and conditions following: said first party doth lease said farm to said second party for the years 1902 and 1903. Said second party to take possession of said premises so soon as said first party’s Mother shall remove there from so that the same be not later than Oct. the 20th 1901. Said first party reserving unto himself the north room in third story in the dwelling upon said farm.

Said second party doth agree in consideration of above lease to pay to said first party the sum of fifty dollars on or before the first day of January 1902, as rental for said farm for the year 1902, and agrees to pay the additional sum of Fifty Dollars on or before the 1st day of January 1903, as rental for said farm for the year 1903, should this lease be not terminated as hereinafter provided before said date. Said second party agrees to keep the buildings and fences upon said premises in as good condition as the same are at this time, natural ware and tear excepted. Said second party agrees to feed or have fed upon said premises all provender raised thereon, and all manure made upon said premises under this lease shall be spread thereon. It is further agreed between said parties that when a crop of corn shall be raised upon said premises the said second party shall use at least 100 pounds of good fertilizer thereon, such crop when raised shall be followed by either wheat, oats, rye or other small grain and shall be sown thereon at least 225 pounds of good fertilizer, and that said second party shall sow with such small grain the following proportions of grass seed, Viz: If timothy seed, one peck, if clover seed, five quarts per acre.

Said second party to trim in proper manner all fruit trees upon said premises and agree to replace with young fruit trees thereon all dead and missing fruit trees in the orchard upon said farm, and further agrees not to graze or permit stock to run in said orchard.

Said second party agrees to make all necessary repairs, at his own cost for all labor, to the buildings and fences thereon, and said first party shall furnish all material for such changes and repairs to the improvements thereon at such time as shall be mutually agreed upon. Said second party shall have the right to secure from said premises such tie laps and fallen trees for household purposes and agrees to cut no live timber unless directed by said first party. Said second party agrees to cut all pines and grub all bushes in the field beyond the branch on north side of road upon said farm during the year 1902.


It is agreed between said parties that in the event the said first party shall sell the said premises during the year 1902, the said second party agrees to surrender possession of the same on the 31st day of December of said year, in the event, however, the said second party shall receive no notice of such sale before he shall have sown wheat or other small grain, he the said second party shall have the right to harvest said crop when ripe during the year 1903, and pay as rental therefor to said first party one third thereof. The said second party agrees to cultivate said premises in a good farming like manner and keep the cleared land thereon free from bushes.

Spencer Stokes complains of Mack Lewis, of a plea of trespass on the case, on promises: For that whereas heretofore, to-wit: on the (blank) day of (blank) 1900, J. P. Leachman, sheriff of said County, offered for rent, by way of public auction, to the highest bidder, for the year 1901, a certain tract of land lying near Haymarket in the said county and known as La Grange, requiring the successful bidder to give security for the faithful performance of his contract and the said defendant, Mack Lewis, being the highest bidder, his bid being the sum of $117.00, gave bond with plaintiff, Spencer Stokes, and the wife of plaintiff as sureties and thereby became the tenant of said land for the year 1901 as aforesaid and in consideration of said plaintiff signing as surety for the said defendant as the aforesaid, the said defendant did undertake and promise the said plaintiff that the said plaintiff should be his joint tenant upon the said land rented as aforesaid with equal privileges to both to cultivate and graze the said land. And the said plaintiff avers that he, confiding in the said promise of the said defendant made as aforesaid, did sign as surety of said defendant as aforesaid and did enter upon said land in accordance with said agreement and promise and did now ___ acres of wheat and did thereafter endeavor to plant corn and assert such other rights as plaintiff had in the premises by reason of said promise made as aforesaid by the said defendant. And although the said plaintiff, after the making of the said promise by the said defendant was willing and did endeavor to cultivate the said land in accordance with said agreement, yet the said defendant not regarding the said promise and contriving and intending to deceive the said plaintiff in his behalf did not and would not permit the said plaintiff to enjoy the said privilege of cultivating or grazing the said land nor any part thereof, but the said defendant did cultivate and graze the said land on his the said defendant’s own account and did use sundry methods of intimidating the said profits which would have accrued to him, the said plaintiff, had he the said defendant made good his promise made as aforesaid, to the damage of the said plaintiff $300.00 and therefore he sues.

J. R. Morris vs Town of Manassas & Southern Railway Company

To Second March Rules, 1907


J. R. Morris, plaintiff, complains of the Town of Manassas and the Southern Railway Company, Corporations created and existing under the laws of the State of Virginia, defendants, who have been dully summoned to answer the said plaintiff of a plea of trespass on the case.


For that the said plaintiff on the first day of December, 1905, and at the time of the grievances hereinafter complained of, was, and ever since has been, possessed of that certain lot of ground, with the improvements thereon, known and called as the “Howard House”, situated on the east side of Battle Street and on the south side of the said Railway Company’s right -of -way, in the said Town of Manassas and county aforesaid, and he was and has been ever since, using the same in conducting and carrying on the hotel business, and the dining room thereof being located on the ground floor of said building, and fronting on said Battle Street; that the Council of the said Town passed the following resolution of May 25th 1905, to-wit:  “Resolved that the clerk be instructed to request the Superintendent of the Southern Railway Company to have drains put in across tracks at Battle and Main Streets.”

And the said Southern Railway Company was duly notified of the adoption of said Resolution; and, therefore, in pursuance of the said Resolution, an order to carry the water that accumulated on the north side of the tracks of the said Railway Company, at the intersection of said Battle Street, to the south side of the said Railway Company’s tracks, between the date of the said Resolution and the first day of December 1905, carelessly and negligently put in a ten inch iron pipe under its said track and road-bed, the south end of which was elevated above the surface of the ground, and did not reach entirely across the said right-of-way or road-bed; and ever since the said pipe was so placed, during heavy rains the large quantities of water that accumulated on the north side of the said road-bed was forced through the said pipe to the south side of the said right-of-way and was discharged immediately in front of the said dining room and allowed to spread out and over-flow the ditch or gutter in front of said lot and run into the said dining room of the plaintiff’s hotel, and thereby on or about the 2nd., day of December, 1905, and on or about the 19th day of October 1906, and divers other times, the same was flooded to the depth of six or eight inches with said water; that said plaintiff, for several days after each of said flooding, was deprived of the use and enjoyment of the same and was put to great inconvenience, labor and expense, and his business was interrupted and injured,

Wherefore the said plaintiff saith he hath sustained damages to the amount of $1,000.00. And therefore he institutes this action of trespass on the case in assumpsit’s.

Washington, thirty-four head of stock cattle, now grazing on Robert Beverley’s farm, know as “Avernell”, in Fauquier County, Virginia, also one yoke of steers, now in use by said Hansborough and upon the farm of M. M. Washington, near Greenwich, Prince William County Virginia; which said cattle are conveyed to secure the payment of a certain negotiable note of said Hansborough, bearing even date with these presents, payable to said M. M. Washington, seventy days after date, for the sum of one hundred fifty three and 75/100 dollars, with interest from date, at The National Bank of Manassas, Manassas Virginia. It is understood that the said stock cattle are to be shipped and sold when in condition and mutually agreeable to both parties hereto and the money derived from the sale thereof shall be first applied toward the payment of the purchase price of said cattle, which is evidenced by a cattle contract, and now held by The People’s National Bank of Manassas, Virginia, and all profits arising from the sale of said cattle after the payment of the purchase price shall be applied toward the satisfaction of said note of $153.75. Said yoke of steers shall be sold separate from said stock cattle and at such time and under such conditions as shall be mutually agreeable with both parties hereto, and the money arising from the sale of said yoke of steers shall be applied toward the satisfaction of said note of $153.75, should the profits from said stock cattle not be sufficient to satisfy the same.

It is understood and agreed that in the cost of said stock cattle shall be included $125.00, shall be payable to Robert Beverly for pasturage of said cattle.
