Clerk’s Loose Papers – Deed of Trust

5 April 1853 – Kulp to Halderman

This Deed made this 5th day of April 1853 between Mahlon Kulp of the first part, and Cornelius Halderman of the other part, Witnesseth that the said Mahlon Kulp doth grant unto the said Cornelius Halderman the following property; to wit; one Negro woman named Polly, one gray horse, two bay horses, four cows, one wagon and two McCormick plows. In trust to secure to John Kulp a note for one thousand dollars ($1000) dated 1st of April 1852 and payable on demand. Witness the following signatures.
