$50 REWARD – Eloped from Col. John Hooe’s Farm, in Prince William County, Va., on the 30th of June last, a Negro Man by the name of TURNER, of the following description; He is about 5 feet 9 or 10 inches high, of a dark copper color, 23 or 21 years of age, with a small scar on the jaw rather below the surface of the skin, high forehead, fine countenance and very red lips. At the time of his leaving his clothing consisted of linen pantaloons, cotton shirt, and yarn roundabout and cap. The reward of $50 will be given if taken out of the state; $30 if taken in the District of Columbia; $20 if taken the State of Virginia; and in each case secured in jail so that I get him again.
