For fifty dollars with interest from dates. The said G. M. Starbuck doth further covenant  and agree that in case he failed to pay to the said Basil Cole on or before the specified times as above stated. Then he the said Lawrence Cole shall sell at Public Auction to the first bidder for cash the said property or so much thereof as may be sufficient  to pay the debt then due with all cost that may accrue after giving eight days notice in the vicinity.
