ONE HUNDRED DOLLARS REWARD – Ran Away from the subscriber on the night of Friday, 30th last month, at Taylor’s Tavern (Hartwood) the following slaves viz:

TOM, PETER, FIELDING, AND CUDDY

TOM is about 35 years old, about common height, and sparce made, looks very sanctified when spoken to, wore away a suit of domestic cloth, as well as recollected; the pantaloons old and patched. He was brought of Dr. Bronaugh, of Dumfries, about 6 months past, and ran away, and was taken up and put in Fairfax Jail.

PETER is about the same age, his clothing an old patched coat of Virginia cloth, vest and pantaloons, with an old hat and new shoes.

FIELDING’S clothing the same except his coat, which is blue broad cloth, about half-worn; he is 18 years old, a likely fellow, rather under the common height of men, and when spoken to appears to be embarrassed, and answers very diffidently.

CUDDY is 17 years old, smaller than Fielding; his clothes Virginia Cloth, and pretty much worn, has a wool hat and new shoes. The three Negroes are brothers: We purchased them of Mr. W. Linton of Dumfries, a few days ago, out of the estate of Col. Tyler deceased. The above reward will be given for them all, or $25 for either, if contained in jail, or delivered to either of us near Pottersville, Louisa County.
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
