TO BE SOLD – On Monday, the 27th of December next at WESTWOOD, in Prince William County the remainder of the personal estate of the late James Scott consisting of 13 or 14 Slaves, a quantity of corn and long forage, several articles of household furniture such as chairs, tables, bedsteads, and a large and neatpier glass. And on Thursday the 30th of the same month, will be sold, at the plantation where Herman Utterback lives in Fauquier County, a quantity of corn and long forage. Twelve months credit will be allowed for all sums above forty shillings, the purchasers giving bond with approved security to bear interest from the date if not punctually paid.
