To the County Court of the said county – The jurors of the Commonwealth of Virginia in and for the body of the county of Prince William and now attending the February term, 1909, of said circuit court upon their oaths present that Will Carrico on the 25th day of January 1909, in the County of Prince William, a certain stack of straw, the property of M. A. Rollins, then and there situate near Linton’s Ford upon the land of the Benedictine Society, a Corporation, then and their situate, feloniously and maliciously did burn, contrary to the statute in such cases made and provided, against the peace and dignity of the Commonwealth of Virginia. And the jurors aforesaid, upon their oaths aforesaid, do further present that Will Carrico on the 25th day of January 1909, in the said County of Prince William, a certain stack of straw and property of M. A. Rollins, then and there situate near Linton’s Ford, upon the land of the Benedictine Society, a Corporation, then and their situate, feloniously, unlawfully and maliciously did set fire and burn contrary to the statute in such cases made and provided, against the peace and dignity of the Commonwealth of Virginia.
