Clerk’s Loose Papers – Bill of Sale for Negro Boy Oscar

1 April 1850 – P. G. Webster to S. Simpson

Know all men by these presents that I Philip G. Webster of the County of Prince William and State of Virginia, have bargained and sold, and by these presents do bargain and sell to Samuel Simpson esquire – of the County and State aforesaid a certain Negro Boy named Oscar, aged six years the 30th January next, for and in consideration of the sum of ($200) two hundred dollars to me in hand paid, the receipt whereof is hereby acknowledged. I further bind myself, my heirs, executors, administrators or assigns to warrant and forever defend said Samuel Simpson against all right title claim interest or demand upon said Boy, by all and every person or persons whatsoever. As witness my hand and seal this 12th day of November eighteen hundred and forty eight 1848.
