For Hire of Fanny - $65.00


On or before the first day of January 1858 we promise and bind ourselves to pay or cause to be paid unto Sarah Cockrell her heirs &c the just and full sum of Sixty Five Dollars it being for the hire of her woman Fanny for the year 1857. We further bind ourselves to treat said servant with humanity we further bind ourselves to furnish said servant with the following clothes to wit for summer 2 dollars 2 shifts & pair shoes for winter 1 dress 1 shift, pair stockings, 1 petticoat, pair shoes, bonnet and blanket. the blanket is to be of the largest size. Given under our hands and seals this 1st day of January 1857.
