Dade Hooe vs F. P. Brawner and R. F. Brawner

For Hire of Dick - $90.00

NOTE – On or before the first day of January 1856 we bind ourselves our heirs or assigns to pay or cause to be paid to Dade Hooe his heirs, administrators, or assigns, the sum of Ninety Dollars for the hire of his man Dick for the present year and we further bind ourselves to furnish said Slave with clothes (viz) two pair of pants, two shirts & pair of shoes for summer, coat waistcoat and pants, made of good filled cloth, pair of boots hat and blanket for winter.

PRINCE WILLIAM COUNTY – TO WIT:


Dade Hooe complains of F. P. Brawner & R. F. Brawner summoned to answer, &c., of a plea that they render to him the sum of Ninety Dollars which they owe him and unjustly detain from him for that the said defendants on the 1st day of January in the year 1855 at the county aforesaid, made and executed their writing obligatory, sealed with their seals and to the court now here shown, the date whereof is on the day and year aforesaid, whereby they the defendants promised and bound themselves to pay the said plaintiff on or before the 1st day of January 1856 said sum of Ninety Dollars for the hire of his man Dick for the year 1855.
Yet the said defendants though often requested have not nor has either of them yet paid the said sum of money, or any part thereof, to the said plaintiff but to pay the same have each hitherto wholly refused and still refuse so to do, to the damage of the plaintiff and therefore he sues.
