On the first day of January 1835, we bind ourselves our heirs to pay to John Williams administrator de bonis non of William Shaw deceased the sum of seventy one dollars for the hire of Negro Ben for the year 1834, we further bind ourselves our heirs &c to furnish said slave with good and sufficient summer and winter clothing as is customary for hirelings to have together with hat, blanket & shoes, we further bind ourselves our heirs &c to return said slave to the said administrator or any other person authorized to receive him at the end of this year clear of taxes and levies. Witness our hands and seals this 1st day of January 1833
