William Heflin vs Loughborough Carter & Cassius Carter
For Hire of Charles

On or before, 1st day of January 1859. We or either of us promise and bind ourselves our heirs, assigns &c. to pay William Heflin on order One Hundred and Five Dollars for the hire of the Negro Charles, and promise to give said Negro the usual Summer and Winter Clothes.  Witness our hands & seals, this 2nd day of January 1858

The Commonwealth of Virginia, To the Sheriff of Prince William County - Greetings: We command you to take L. Carter alias Loughborough Carter and C. Carter alias Cassius Carter if they be found in your bailiwick and them safely keep  so that you have their bodies before the Justices of our said County Court, at the Court-house of the said county, on the first Monday in February next to answer William H. Payne, Executor of William Hefin deceased of a plea of covenant broken – Damage $250 dollars

And have then there this writ. Witness, Phillip D. Lipscomb, Clerk of our said court, at the court-house aforesaid, this 12th day of January1859, and in the 83rd year of our foundation.

William A. Payne, Executor of William Heflin and plaintiff complains of L. Carter and Cassius Carter who were summoned to answer the said plaintiff of a plea of breach of covenant. And the said plaintiff avers that the said defendants on the 2nd day of January 1858 at the county aforesaid the said defendants by a certain summary certain writing obligatory sealed with their seals to the Court now here shown, the date whereof is on the day and year aforesaid did covenant promise and bind themselves or either of them to and with the said William Heflin there living in manner and form following that is to say that they would pay to the said William Heflin on order on or before the first day of January 1859 one hundred and five dollars for the hire of Negro Charles and promise to give him said negro the usual summer and winter clothes. And the said plaintiff avers that the said defendants did not pay to said William Heflin in his lifetime or to the said plaintiff the said sum of $105 as they ought to have done according to the form and effect of said covenant but have hitherto wholly neglected and refused so to do it on the 1st day of January 1859 at the county aforesaid. And the said plaintiff further avers that the said defendants did not give said negro Charles the usual summer and winter clothes as they ought to have done according to the form and effect of the said covenant but have wholly neglected and refused so to do contrary to the said writing obligatory and the said covenant of said defendants in that behalf made as of  to me on 2nd January 1859 at the county aforesaid whereupon the said plaintiff says that by reason of the said breaches of the said covenants of and by the said defendants as heretofore mentioned he has sustained damages to the amount of $250.00 and therefore he brings suit &c.
