Susannah F. Graham vs Wickliffe Hutchison

For Hire of George - $40.00

Prince William County to wit: Susannah F. Graham complains of Wickliffe Hutchison & John Hutchison in custody &c of a plea for that they render under her the sum of forty dollars current money of Virginia, which to her they owe and from her unlawfully detain. For that the defendants on the twentieth day of April 1830 at the county aforesaid by this certain writing obligatory sealed their seals and to the court now here shewn the date whereof is the same day and year aforesaid promised to pay or caused to be paid for the hire of Negro George to the plaintiff the just and legal sum of forty dollars current money of Virginia on or before the first day of January next ensuing the date of said writing obligatory and to furnish said Slave George with good and sufficient clothing both for summer and winter. Never the less the defendants although often requested the aforesaid sum of forty dollars to the plaintiff hath not paid but the same to pay has hitherto wholly refused and hath refused to the plaintiff, damages $40 and therefore she sues.
