For Hire of Job- $100.00

Note – Twelve months after date we or either of us promise to pay to Silas F. Cropp on order the just sum of one hundred dollars it being for the hire of Job to work at the mines with the express understanding that he is not to work underground and not to be hired to any person else without consent. To be treated with humanity, clothed with summer clothing & treated with humanity & returned to me at Xmas. Given under our hands & seals this the 1st day of January 1852
