$45 For the hire of Negro girl Mary for the year 1858 we promise to pay or cause to be paid to John Hooe his heirs or assigns on or before the first day of January 1859 the just and full sum of forty five dollars good and lawful money of this Commonwealth and to give the said servant good and sufficient clothing viz for summer one cotton dress, one shimie pair shoes, for winter one woolen dress, two cotton skirts or shifts, hat and blanket, shoes and stockings for the true payment of which we bind ourselves and each of ourselves, Given under our hands and seal this 27th December 1857
