$42.50  On or before the first day of January next, we bind ourselves, our heirs &c to pay P. D. Lipscomb his heirs or assigns the just and full sum of forty two dollars and fifty cents, for the hire of his servant Amanda & child Sophronia for the present year, and we further bind ourselves to furnish said servants with the customary summer and winter clothing including shaw and blanket, the winter clothing to be of domestic manufacture. Witness our hands and seals this 1st day of January 1855
