William A. Linton vs Daniel Cole & Bernard Cole
Hire of William - $60.00
We promise & oblige ourselves, our heirs, executors, or administrators to William a. Linton his executor, administrator, or assigns on or before the first day of January 1824 the sum of sixty dollars for the hire of Negro William or Bill for the present year, to give said Negro two shirts and trousers of good ornaburg, in the spring pay his taxes and levies and return him at the end of the year well clothed with a good ornaburg shirt and pantaloons of good twilled woolen cloth good double soled shoes & stockings and a hat & blanket or two dollars in lieu of the blanket at the option of said Linton for the faithfull payment & performance of which we bind ourselves or his executors or administrators in the penal sum of one hundred and seventy dollars. Witness our hands & seals this 4th day of January 1823.
