On the first day of January 1858 we bind ourselves, our heirs, &c. to pay or cause to be paid unto Howson Pinn the just and full sum of one hundred and twelve dollars for the hire of his son Howson and to give said boy the usual good and substantial summer and winter clothing, hat and blanket and to give said boy up on the 25th day of December 1857. As witness or hand and seal this 28 Day of December 1856.
