Rice Hooe vs Cornelius Halderman & A. Marsteller

Hire of Maria - $30.00
For the hire of Negro woman Maria for the year eighteen hundred and fifty we promise & oblige ourselves & each of our heirs executors & administrators to pay or cause to be paid to Rice Hooe his heirs or assigns on or before the first day of January eighteen hundred and fifty one the sum of thirty dollars current money of Virginia and to give said negro good and customary summer winter clothing to wit, for summer clothing one shirt and two ornaburgs dresses and a pair of shoes & for winter clothing a good woolen dress two shirts shoes & stockings hat & blanket. In witness whereof we have hereunto set our hands and seals this first day of January 1850.
