For Hire of Nelson - $107.00

On or before the first day of January 1858 we promise and oblige ourselves our heirs &c. to pay or cause to be paid to R. H. W. Buckner and Summerfield Fitzhugh their heirs &c. the just and full sum of one hundred and seven dollars for the hire of Negro man Nelson. We also bind ourselves to furnish said Negro with good and sufficient summer and winter clothing including hat and blanket, seven dollars to be paid to the said Nelson as he may need or require it which amount to said servant will be deducted from the bond. As witness our hands & seals this first day of January 1857.
