TEN DOLLARS REWARD – A likely Mulatto Man, named HARRY, about 24 years of age, belonging to Miss Ballendine of Dumfries, left the service of the subscriber, to whom he was hired, about five weeks ago. He is rather under the middle size, well made, very artful, and by trade a joiner and carpenter. He has relations in the neighborhood of Mattawoman, in Charles County Maryland, many acquaintances about Alexandria and Occoquan, near the Old Forge, as well as this place, and a wife at Neabsco furnace. The above reward will be paid for apprehending and bringing home the said slave, either to his owner, or to Mr. SOWDEN, my manager at the Mills on Powell’s Run, besides what the law allows, by
