RAN away from the subscriber about three weeks ago, a well set Negro lad named CHARLES, about 16 years of age, 5 feet 6 inches high, his complexion somewhat yellowish, and he has a down look; He took a variety of clothes with him, but was seen in Alexandria during the late races and for some days afterwards, dressed in a coat of pale blue cloth, and a waistcoat of worked knit stuss striped with red and black. It is supposed he is still about Alexandria, or Mr. William Scott’s in the upper end of Fairfax County, with whose Negroes he is acquainted. SIX DOLLARS REWARD will be given for apprehending and committing him to jail, and reasonable charges if brought home.
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
