TEN DOLLARS REWARD – Ran away from the subscriber about two and a half weeks ago, a Negro wench, named NELLY, and was conveyed from this place in Alexandria where she now is in a flat belonging to the estate of Mr. Thomas Chapman, deceased. She is middle sized, likely, has a small scar over one of her eyes, and has a variety of clothes, so that her dress cannot be described, but am informed she has among other things a hat and feather. She was a few days ago in an out house near Mr. Wales’ with a Negro man and woman. Whoever will apprehend the said Wench, and have her confined in jail until I can send for her, shall receive the above reward; and if delivered to me in this county, what is reasonable for their trouble and expenses.
