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To his Excellency Governor Monroe, Richmond


At a Court held for Prince William County the 7th day of December 1801. An Inquisition taken before one of the Coroners of this County upon the body of Sarah a negro woman late the property of Isaac Farrow on the 7th day of November 1801 having been returned to this court and the said Farrow who was by the said inquisition found to have murdered the said Sarah having been committed to the Jail of this County for the said murder and to take his trial therefore according to Law by warrant under the hand and seal of James Ewell gentleman a Justice of the peace for the said County and he the said Farrow having escaped from the custody of the officer to whose custody he was committed as appears by the said warrant and the return thereon now among the files of the Clerk of the County & this Court to whose Jurisdiction the examination of the offender belongs having considered the premises doth order that the foregoing facts be certified to the Executive of this State in order to the adoption of such measures as may be devised for bringing the said Farrow to Public Justice and it is further ordered that the clerk of this County do forthwith transmit to the said Executive the aforesaid certificate.
