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It appearing to the Court by an inquisition taken before John Brown gentleman one of the Commonwealths justices of the Peace for Prince William County as well by evidence & heard by the Court on the examination of Marmaduke C. Leigh that Negro Edmund lately belonging to the heirs of Edward Carter  deceased hath been lately murdered by one Joseph Steel under circumstances of peculiar and aggravated barbarity, that the said Steel hath fled from justice and notwithstanding every effort to arrest him he hath not been taken, but is believed to be still lying hid somewhere in the State. Therefore on the motion of the Attorney for the Commonwealth it is ordered that the above facts be certified to the Lieutenant Governor & Council of this Commonwealth in order that measures may be by them adopted to bring the said Steele to Justice.
