Prince William County to Wit:
To W. W. Foley constable of said County – whereas Nelson Elliott of said county has this day complained on oath before me William T. Wharton a justice of the said county that Henry Williams did on the 30th day of April 1892 in said county did assault and beat Shelton Dean and curse and abuse an assembly of church members met together at Calvary Church at a festival at said church for the benefit of said church. These are therefore in the name of the Commonwealth of Virginia to command you forthwith to apprehend and bring before me or some other justice of said county the body of the said Henry Williams to answer the said complaint and to be farther dealt with according to law.
